Pelvic Ultrasound

confirm the pregnancy

check if it is more than one baby and 

give you an expected date of delivery.

To ensure that your examination is successful please follow the instructions below: 

2 hours before the examination empty your bladder
Over the next ½ hour drink 2 PINTS OF WATER

Do not empty your bladder.
