Memorandum of Association
of
THE WEST MIDLANDS TRADITIONAL MUSIC SOCIETY
1 The name of the Charity is The West Midlands Traditional Music Society.
2 The registered office of the Charity will be situated in England.

3 Objects:
a to collect and archive traditional music entertainment and entertainment related material, whether in the form of recordings, written records, photographs, concert bills and posters, or any other relevant form.
b to archive such material so as to maximise its availability to members of the public.

c to promote live entertainment and the teaching of traditional music skills.

d to promote excellence in the practice of local history collection and archiving.

4 The Charity has the following powers; to be exercised only in promoting the Objects:
a to carry out research.

b to do anything else within the law that promotes the Objects.
c to co-operate with other bodies, including, but not limited to, The British Traditional Music Society, the Warwickshire and Worcestershire Folk Songs Trust, the Shropshire Song Society, national and local media; and develop formal links with such bodies, where appropriate.
d to raise funds (but not by means of taxable trading).

e to acquire or hire property.
5 The property and funds of the Charity must be used only for promoting the Objects and do not belong to the members but:

a members who are not Trustees may be employed by the Charity and receive payment for goods or services.

b members (including Trustees) may be paid a reasonable rent or hiring fee for property or equipment let or hired to the Charity.
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
